Dresscode/Style guidelines for ALL grades.

Please Read Carefully


Pants will be made of twill or corduroy material (no denim or canvas). They will not have zip off legs. They should not be extremely “low rise.”  Pants must fit properly at the waist and length; no capris or shorts.  Baggy or overly snug fitting pants or stretch pants will not be allowed. The casual slacks “Dockers” look is what we are going for, not the jeans look. The appropriate colors are navy, black, khaki, tan, olive, stone, and gray.  Please be careful when selecting corduroys. Many of them are cut like jeans and this is not appropriate.

Skirts and dresses must be at least to the middle of the kneecap in length.  They will be made of similar material as the pants (denim is not allowed). Again, please watch the fit. They should not be overly snug fitting or “low rise.” 


Shirts will consist of polo style, turtleneck, mock turtleneck, or office casual button up, long or short sleeved with no pictures, numbers or words. Shirts do not have to be worn tucked in, but if you raise your arms and expose skin the shirt is too short and inappropriate. They should fit properly at the cuff, across the chest, and length. For modesty sake, students must have all buttons on their shirt buttoned with the exception of the collar button. No tank, sleeveless or spaghetti straps styles are allowed.

Sweaters or light fleece jackets may be worn over a school shirt. They must be plain; no pictures, numbers, or words.  Hoods and/or hats of any kind may not be worn in the classroom.  Flannel over shirts and outdoor jackets are inappropriate to wear in the classroom. 


Appropriate footwear must be worn at all times.


Gym clothes are required for first and fourth quarters for students in grades five through twelve.  You may purchase school sweats and/or tee-shirts from the school office. Gym clothes need to be plain with no numbers, words or pictures but small unobtrusive logos are acceptable. Wind pants may have stripes, but no pictures, words, or numbers. Students need appropriate footwear.


Ultimate authority as to modesty, appropriateness of fit, and style is reserved for the administration of the school. Should clothing be deemed inappropriate the student will not be allowed in class, and it will be the parent’s responsibility to see that the student is clothed in an appropriate manner before they are allowed to attend class. This will be adhered to strictly. Your cooperation is needed and appreciated. 
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
